GRPC conducted site evaluations in May and June of 2009 at potential bus stop shelter 
locations along the Hwy 90 Beachcomber route. This included photographing and 
recording specific site data. The results of these site inspections were incorporated into 
maps, and this final report. GRPC planning staff used the following criteria to evaluate 
each potential shelter location: 
 

·  Site Description: Included a general overall description of the location  
 

·  Site Evaluation: Listed whether the location currently had a bench, sign, or access 
to a turning lane or bus bay. 

 
·  Ridership generators/Connectivity: Did the site have a sidewalk, a crosswalk, and 

is it located near a major connecting roadway. 
 

·  Ridership Data: Twenty one driver interview/surveys were conducted to estimate 
the average daily ridership for each stop location 

 
·  Right of way: Description of where and how much ROW is available to use at 

each site. 
 

·  Parcel Ownership: Listing of the owner of the parcel of land adjacent to, or 
nearest to the proposed shelter site. 

Ridership Data for Specific Stop Locations  
 
Data Collection Process 
 
In late August and early September of 2009, GRPC planning staff interviewed at total of 
21 bus drivers who drive the beachcomber route during the morning, afternoon, evening, 
and weekend shifts. The drivers were interviewed to determine ridership patterns and to 
identify popular stop locations for passenger boarding and deboarding. A questionnaire 
was used to interview the drivers, which included a list of the bus stops along the 
eastbound and westbound sections of the Beachcomber route. Drivers were asked to 
estimate the daily average of passengers boarding and deboarded at each stop on the 
route. Ridership data was obtained from answers given and survey forms filled out during 
the interviews and questioners that were given to drivers. Planning staff also rode the 
beachcomber route, and recorded route details.  Most of the interviews were conducted at 
the CTA offices; some were conducted on the bus while riding the route. 
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Data Results from Drivers Interviews 
 
Once the drivers were interviewed, the data from the completed questionnaire forms was 
compiled and tabulated in a spreadsheet. One spreadsheet was used to tabulate data 
corresponding to all of the westbound locations, and another was used for the data 
corresponding to the eastbound locations.  Each driver was assigned a data number, and 
the estimated average daily ridership of each stop was recorded for each bus driver.

·  High level: Daily Average of 2 or more passengers per day 
·  Mid-level: Daily Average of between 1 and 1.99 passengers per day. 
·  Lower-level: Daily Average of less than 1 passenger per day 

 
The resulting ridership data was compiled from the information recorded from the driver 
interview survey sheets.  The following charts and graphs show ridership data for the 
east-bound and westbound locations: 
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The map on the following page shows ridership numbers for the eastbound and 
westbound bus stop locations along the beachcomber route.  
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As part of the site field evaluation process, the location of current crosswalk and bus bay 
locations were recorded for each bus stop. This information can be found on the following 
maps. The first map shows the Biloxi segment of the Beachcomber route, and the second 
map shows the Gulfport segment of the route. 
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Site Priority Rankings Methodology 

 
All of the potential bus stop shelter sites were ranked and assigned a priority ranking. The 
following ratings were used:  
 

·  High Priority:  
 

·  Mid-Level Priority:  
 

·  Lower-level Priority:  
 

In general, locations that had higher levels of ridership or located near the intersection of 
an important connecting roadway were given higher ratings. Locations with important 
destination points or large ridership generators were also given a higher rating. 
 
High Priority: Site that includes at least three of the five following characteristics: 
 

·  Near a major connecting roadway 
·  Close to a hotel, motel, condos, or both 
·  Close to a large or multiple retail or commercial generator 
·  High or Mid- level average daily ridership (Critical Factor) 
·  Close to average density residential neighborhood. 

 
Mid-Level Priority: Site that includes at least two of the four following characteristics: 

 
·  Close to a hotel, motel, condos, or large multifamily apartment complex 
·  Close to a large or multiple retail or commercial generator 
·  Near a major connecting roadway 
·  Mid-High level average daily ridership 

 
Lower-level Priority: Site that includes the following characteristics: 
 

·  Mainly only ridership generator is the beach or average density residential area  
·  Is not in close proximity to any significant ridership generators 
·  Lower-level of average daily ridership

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SITE EVALUATIONS OF PROPOSED EASTBOUND SHELTER LOCATION S 
 

Long Beach Harbor (South Cleveland & Hwy 90) High Priority  
 
Site Description: This site is located at the Long Beach Harbor parking lot, and serves as 
the western end of the Hwy 90 Beachcomber route. 
 
Site Evaluation: This location currently has a sign and a bench that is not CTA property. 
The parking lot is currently used as a bus turnaround. 
 
Ridership generators/Connectivity:  The site is located by a frozen treat stand, the harbor, 
and is in close proximity to several fast food restaurants.  The harbor is connected to S. 
Cleveland Ave, a Minor Arterial road that connects Highway 90 to Railroad St. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This site can be accessed by sidewalks on both sides of Hwy 90. 
 
Ridership: (High level) The average daily ridership for this stop is 2.43 passengers. 
 
Right of way/Property Ownership: The bus stop is located on a parcel of land adjacent to 
the parking lot, and is owned by the City of Long Beach. 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter on the concrete slab adjacent to the parking 
lot is recommended. The proposed location is shown by the red arrow. 

 

 
Long Beach Harbor 
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Island View Casino (High Priority) 
 
Site Description and ridership generators: This location is in front of a hotel and casino, 
including restaurants in the hotel, and near the parking lot next to the hotel. It is also in 
close proximity to many other businesses downtown. 
 
Site Evaluation: Currently there is a bus sign in front of the casino. This site generates a 
large amount of current and potential transit activity.  May riders may want to travel from 
the Island view to the Biloxi casinos on the Hwy 90 beachcomber route. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location has a crosswalk and is accessible by a sidewalk 
that is connected with the downtown and Hwy 90 sidewalk networks. 
 
Ridership: (High level) The average daily ridership for this stop is 8.43 passengers. 
 
Right of way: This location has approximately 20 feet of ROW from the parcel line to the 
street curb. This is enough ROW to accommodate a 5 x 9 ft shelter and the current 
sidewalk. 
 
Recommendations and Priority Rating: Construction of a shelter is recommended in the 
spot where the current bus stop sign is located. This site is given a high priority ranking 
due to its proximity to a large casino, hotel, restaurants, downtown location, and Hwy 90. 
The proposed location is shown by the red arrow. 

 

 
Island View Casino, Gulfport 
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Ship Island Ferry (Bait Shop) (Lower level Priority) 
 
Site Description: This location is in close proximity to downtown Gulfport.  
 
Site Evaluation: Most of this area has not been redeveloped yet. Currently, there is not a 
sign or bench at this location 
 
Ridership generators:  This site is near the harbor facilities, the future Jones Park 
Development, and is in close proximity to downtown Gulfport. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location is not directly served by sidewalks, although they 
are found on the section of Hwy 90 adjacent to the Jones Park area. 
 
Ridership: (Lower level) The average daily ridership for this stop is .33 passengers. 
 
Right of way: The ROW at this location needs to be reassessed. 
 
Recommendations and: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this general 
location. This site is ranked a lower priority due to its proximity to the future comfort 
station and the recommend shelter for 20th Avenue. The proposed location is shown by 
the red arrow. 
 

 
Ship Island Ferry (Bait Shop) 
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20th Avenue Station (Mid-level) 
 
Site Description: This site is located on the site of the former CTA Comfort Station and is 
located on the perimeter of the future Jones park development, and is adjacent to a beach 
area.  
 
Site Evaluation: This site currently does not have a sign or bench. A shelter could be 
constructed on the cement slab at this location. 
 
Ridership generators: Jones Park recreational and beach area. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location is near Hwy 90 and can be accessed by sidewalks. 
 
Ridership: (Mid-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is 1.33 passengers. 
 
Right of Way and Property Ownership: This location has approx 20 ft of ROW from the 
parcel line to the curb. There is enough public ROW to accommodate a 5 x 9 ft shelter. 
The City of Gulfport owns the beach area next to the site. 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location.  The 
proposed location is shown by the red arrow. 
 
 

 
Near 20th Avenue Station 
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Pratt and Hwy 90/Courtyard Marriott Hotel (Lower-Level Priority) 
 
Site Description: This Gulfport bus stop is located on the opposite side of Hwy 90 from 
the Marriott Hotel. 
 
Site Evaluation:  This site is located adjacent to the cement boardwalk and currently has a 
bench and a bus bay, but not a sign.  
 
Ridership generators: This location is near the Salute restaurant, the Marriot Hotel, and is 
adjacent to the beach area. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location is sidewalk accessible, but does not have a 
crosswalk. 
 
Ridership: (Lower-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is .29 passengers. 
 
Right of way: This location falls in the public ROW and fronts the beachfront parcel 
owned by the City of Gulfport. Approximately 35 feet of ROW exists from the parcel line 
to the street curb. 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location between 
the sidewalk and the roadway. This site gets a lower priority rating due to low ridership 
numbers. The proposed shelter location is shown by the red arrow. 
 

 
Pratt and Hwy 90 (Courtyard Marriott) Eastbound 
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Gulfport VA and Hwy 90 (Lower-level Priority) 
 
Site Description: Located across Hwy 90 from the Old Veterans Administration complex. 
 
Site Evaluation: This site has a bus bay and a bench currently located at the end of the 
parking lot. 
 
Ridership generators:  This location is near the former VA facility, where renovations and 
redevelopment are currently underway. It is also adjacent to a large beach area. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location can be accessed by sidewalk, but does not have a 
crosswalk. 
 
Ridership: (Lower-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is .52 passengers. 
 
Right of way: This location averages 40 to 45 ft of ROW between the parcel line and 
street curb. There is enough ROW to accommodate a 5 x 9 ft shelter and the sidewalk. 
 
Parcel Ownership: The beachfront property adjacent to the proposed site is owned by the 
City of Gulfport 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location at the entry 
point of the bus bay. The current bench would have to be removed. This site gets a lower 
level rating due to low ridership numbers. The proposed shelter location is shown by the 
red arrow. 
 

 
   Gulfport VA and Hwy 90 (Eastbound) 
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Courthouse and Hwy 90 (Mid-level Priority) 
 
Site Description:  This location is at the site of a large beach recreational area with 
vendors, beach amenities, and a large parking area.  
 
Site Evaluation: This site currently does not have a bench, sign, or bus bay. Buses can use 
the large parking area to turn around and load and unload passengers 
 
Ridership generators/Connectivity: This location is near a large beach recreational area 
that has a large number of parking spaces, and can also be used as a Park and Ride 
facility.  A beach supply store and other restaurants and retail establishments are located 
nearby on the Courthouse Rd commercial corridor.  Courthouse road is an important 
minor arterial roadway that connects Pass Road to Hwy 90. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location has a crosswalk and is accessible by sidewalk 
along Hwy 90, but not on Courthouse Rd.  
 
Ridership: (Mid-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is .62 passengers. 
 
Right of way: There is approximately 15 feet of ROW from the curb of the parking lot to 
the parcel line. Parcel Ownership: The property on the southeast side of the intersection is 
owned by Gulfport City Beaches. Parcel No.: 0911A-03-001.000 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location at the 
corner of Hwy 90 and the parking area. The shelter can be placed on the south eastern 
side of the intersection between the new parking lot sidewalk and the beach area. (See 
photo below) This site gets a Mid-level priority rating due to its proximity to Courthouse 
road and a popular beach recreational area. It does not receive a higher rating due to the 
current low ridership numbers. The proposed shelter location is shown by the red arrow. 
 

 
Courthouse and Hwy 90 (Eastbound) 
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Teagarden and Hwy 90 (Lower Priority) 
 
Site Description: This site is located in Gulfport near the Teagarden intersection on the 
eastbound side of Hwy 90. Most of the area around this intersection has not redeveloped 
yet. There are some restaurants’ and apartments on Teagarden just north of Railroad St. 
 
Site Evaluation: This site currently has a bus bay, but no bench or sign. 
 
Ridership generators: This area is located adjacent to a large beach area and is close to 
the Teagarden intersection. Teagarden is collector road that connects Hwy 90 to Pass 
Road. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This site has a crosswalk, and is accessible by sidewalk. 
 
Ridership: (Lower-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is .57 passengers. 
 
Right of way and Parcel Ownership: An average of about 15 ft of ROW exists from the 
curb to the parcel line. The beach property adjacent to the site is owned by the City of 
Gulfport. 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location adjacent to 
the sidewalk next to the bus bay on an elevated slab. This site is given a lower-level 
rating due to low ridership and lack of commercial buildings in close proximity. The 
proposed shelter location is shown by the red arrow. 
 

 
Teagarden and Hwy 90 (Eastbound) 
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Beau View Condos/IHOP (Lower-level Priority) 
 
Site Description: This site is located in Biloxi across Hwy 90 from the Beau View 
Condos. The Condos are located next to the intersection of Eisenhower Dr and Hwy 90, 
and in close proximity to the Edgewater shopping center and Edgewater Mall. 
 
Site Evaluation: Currently, there is a bus bay and a bench at this location. 
 
Ridership generators: This location is in close proximity to a large condominium tower, 
beaches, IHOP restaurant, Edgewater Village, and the Edgewater Mall shopping center. It 
is also near Eisenhower Rd, which is an important minor arterial roadway that links Hwy 
90 to the Edgewater Mall, and Pass Road. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location is sidewalk accessible, but does not have a 
crosswalk. 
 
Ridership: Ridership data was not collected for this stop because it is not located on the 
current route path. 
 
Right of way: This location has about 30 ft of ROW between the edge of the road and the 
parcel line. The parcel of beachfront land adjacent to the proposed site is owned by the 
City of Biloxi. 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location between 
the sidewalk and the roadway. This site receives a lower priority rating because it is not 
on the current route path.  The proposed shelter location is shown by the red arrow. 
 

 
Beau View Condos/IHOP (Eastbound) 
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Hwy 90 and Briarfield (Mid-level Priority) 
 
Site Description: This site is located in Biloxi on the eastbound beachfront side of Hwy 
90 across from the Motel 6 and the Surf and Style store 
 
Site Evaluation: This location has a bus bay and a bench. 
 
Ridership generators:  This location is adjacent to beaches, a motel, and a store. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This site can be accessed by sidewalk, but does not have a 
crosswalk in close proximity.  
 
Ridership: (Lower-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is .95 passengers. 
 
Right of way: The ROW in this location ranges from about 30 to 46 feet from the parcel 
line to the roadway. The beach area adjacent to this site is owned by the City of Biloxi. 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location between 
the sidewalk and roadway. This site was given a mid-level priority rating because of its 
proximity to a motel and a store. The proposed shelter location is shown by the red arrow. 
 

 
Hwy 90 and Briarfield (Eastbound) 
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Coliseum Station (Mid-Level Priority) 
 
Site Description: This Biloxi site is on the eastbound side of Hwy 90 across from the 
Mississippi Gulf Coast Coliseum.  
 
Site Evaluation: There is a bench and a bus bay at this location. 
 
Ridership generators:  This site is located near the Gulf Coast Coliseum a beachfront 
area. 
  
Pedestrian accessibility: This location has access to a sidewalk and a crosswalk. 
 
Ridership: (Mid-Level) The average daily ridership for this stop is 1.67 passengers. 
 
Right of way: There is approximate 40 feet of ROW between the roadway and the parcel 
line. The beachfront area adjacent to the cement walkway is owned by the City of Biloxi. 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location on a 
portion of the cement walkway. There is sufficient walkway width to accommodate a 
shelter and pedestrian activity. This site gets a mid-level rating due to its proximity the 
Coliseum, which can potentially generate large ridership numbers. The proposed shelter 
location is shown by the red arrow. 
 

 
Coliseum Station (Eastbound) 
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Ocean Club Villas on Hwy 90 (Lower level Priority) 
 
Site Description: This Biloxi bus stop is located on eastbound side of Hwy 90 opposite 
from the Ocean Club Villas and Souvenir City. 
 
Site Evaluation: Currently, there is a bus bay and a bench at this location. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location can be accessed by sidewalk, and a crosswalk.   
 
Ridership: (Lower-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is .33 passengers. 
 
Right of way: This site has approximately 40 feet of ROW from the curb to the parcel 
line. (Measurements taken from parcel maps that predate Hwy 90 reconstruction) 
 
Parcel ownership: The beach adjacent to this site is owned by the City of Biloxi. 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location in between 
the sidewalk and the roadway. This site receives a lower-level priority rating due to lower 
ridership levels. The proposed shelter location is shown by the red arrow. 
 

 
Ocean Club Villas on Hwy 90 (Eastbound) 
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Treasure Bay Casino on Hwy 90 Frontage Rd (High Priority) 
 
Site Description: This Biloxi site is located on the opposite side of Hwy 90 from the 
Treasure Bay Casino, adjacent to a large undeveloped parking lot.  
 
Site Evaluation: Currently, this location does not have a bench or a sign. 
 
Ridership generators: Beachfront area and the Treasure Bay Casino. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location has sidewalk access and a crosswalk at Treasure 
Bay St. that crosses Hwy 90. 
 
Ridership: (High-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is 5.52 passengers. 
 
Right of way: Previous to the Hwy 90 frontage road being constructed in 2008, parcel 
maps showed approximately 78.4 feet of ROW between the roadway and the parcel line. 
 
Parcel Ownership: The property adjacent to the sidewalk is owned by Treasure Bay LLC; 
C/O Michael Cavanaugh, 998 Howard, Biloxi MS 39530; Parcel# 1210N-10-008.002 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location. This 
location receives a high-level priority due to its proximity to a large casino.  
 

  
Treasure Bay Casino on Hwy 90 Frontage Rd (Eastbound) 
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Hwy 90 Frontage Rd and Seabreeze Condos (Mid-level Priority) 
 
Site Description: This site is near the Hwy Frontage Rd and Camellia St. It is located in 
front of the parking lot next to the Seabreeze Condos, and across Hwy 90 from a Hooters 
restaurant. 
 
Site Evaluation: Currently, there is a bench at this location, but not a shelter.   
 
Ridership generators: Seabreeze Condos, Hooters restaurant, and a Super 8 Motel 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location has access to a sidewalk, but does not have a 
crosswalk on the Hwy 90 frontage road. There is, however, a crosswalk at the Camellia & 
Hwy 90 intersection. 
 
Ridership: (Mid-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is 1.19 passengers. 
 
Right of way:  Parcel maps dated prior to the construction of the Hwy 90 frontage rd 
show approximately 73 feet of ROW from the parcel line to roadway. 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location between 
the sidewalk and parking lot area. This site gets a mid-level priority rating due to its 
proximity to large condominiums, a motel, and restaurants. The proposed location is 
shown by the red arrow. 
 

 
Hwy 90 Frontage Rd and Seabreeze Condos (Eastbound) 
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Shell Station at Veterans and Hwy 90 Frontage Rd (High level Priority) 
 
Site Description: This eastbound Biloxi bus stop is located in front of a Shell gas station 
at the intersection of the Hwy 90 frontage rd and Veterans Blvd. 
 
Site Evaluation: This site currently has a bench, but is not located by a bus bay or turning 
lane. Buses are using the frontage road to load and unload passengers. 
 
Connectivity/Ridership generators: This location is near a Shell gas station, beaches, and 
in close proximity to Veterans Blvd; and important minor arterial roadway that connects 
Pass Road to Hwy 90. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location is accessible by sidewalks, but does not have a 
crosswalk. 
 
Ridership: (High-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is 3.24 passengers. 
 
Right of way: There is approximately 70 feet of ROW from the parcel line to the roadway 
(ROW measurements were obtained from parcel maps dated before the construction of 
the Hwy 90 frontage Rd) 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location between 
the sidewalk and the planter in front of the shell station. This location receives a High 
Priority rating due to ridership levels, connectivity, and proximity to a gas station/store. 
The proposed shelter location is shown by the red arrow. 
 

 
Shell Station at Veterans and Hwy 90 Frontage Rd (Eastbound) 
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Waffle House and Hwy 90 (Lower-level Priority) 
 
Site Description: This Biloxi site is located on the Hwy 90 frontage road between the 
Veterans and Rodenberg intersections of the Hwy 90 frontage road. 
 
 Site Evaluation: This is currently a bench at this site, but not a bus bay. Buses use the 
Hwy 90 frontage road to load and unload passengers. 
 
Ridership generators: Ramada Inn and Waffle House restaurant. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: There is a sidewalk at this location, but not a crosswalk. 
 
Ridership: (Lower-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is .67 passengers. 
 
Right of way:  To be determined 
 
Recommendations: This location receives a lower level priority rating due to low 
ridership levels. Construction of a shelter is recommended at this location between the 
sidewalk and the parcel line. The proposed shelter location is shown by the red arrow. 
 

 
Waffle House and Hwy 90 (Eastbound) 
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Rodenberg & HWY 90 (High Priority) 
 
Site Description:  This stop is located in front of the Snappers Nest Restaurant, and is 
located on the opposite side of Hwy 90 from the White Pillars restaurant and the Holiday 
Inn.

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St. Peters and Hwy 90 (Lower Priority) 
 
Site Description: This eastbound Biloxi stop is located next to the beach in close 
proximity to a residential neighborhood. 
 
Site Evaluation: Currently, there is a bench and a bus bay, but not a sign at this location. 
 
Ridership generators: Beaches and a residential neighborhood. 
 
Pedestrian accessibility: This location is accessible by sidewalk, but does not have a 
crosswalk in close proximity. 
 
Ridership: (lower-level) The average daily ridership for this stop is 0 passengers. 
 
Right of way/Property Ownership: At this location, there is approximately 31 feet of 
ROW from the roadway to the parcel line. The beach area adjacent to this stop is owned 
by the City of Biloxi. 
 
Recommendations: Construction of a shelter is recommended for this location between 
the roadway and the sidewalk. The proposed shelter location is shown by the red arrow. 
This site receives a lower priority due to low ridership numbers and lack of commercial 
structures in the near vicinity.

This site receives a high priority 
ranking due to its connectivity and proximity to the large beach recreational area, and the 
future visitor’s center.
